DIRECTIONS

Situated in the rural hamlet of Felinwynt, this delightful detached bungalow offers a wonderful blend of comfortable living and outdoor
lifestyle appeal. Benefitting from three double bedrooms, a level, wrap around garden, ideal for keen gardeners or those seeking a more
self‐sufficient way of living. The picturesque beaches of Mwnt and Aberporth are within easy reach, while the popular market town of
Cardigan, approximately 6.2 miles away, provides a range of amenities.

The well‐maintained accommodation briefly comprises an entrance porch with space for coats and footwear, leading into a welcoming
entrance hall. The living room features a fireplace with electric fire and double doors opening to the side of the property, allowing plenty of
natural light and easy access to the gardens. Double doors lead through to the open‐plan kitchen and dining area, fitted with modern units
and worktops, professional grade "Caple" 70cm ceramic hob and matching extractor fan, integrated dishwasher, integrated oven / grill and
oven / microwave and warming drawer, the kitchen enjoys pleasant views over the rear garden.

To the rear of the property, a bright sun room offers a relaxing space to enjoy the garden outlook throughout the seasons. The kitchen also
provides access to a practical utility room with fitted units, work surfaces and a door leading to the rear garden.

A hallway from the entrance hall leads to three double bedrooms, one of which benefits from an en‐suite shower room. The
accommodation is completed by a modern family shower room.

Externally, the property is accessed via gated entry from a country lane, leading to a driveway providing ample parking for several vehicles.
An attached garage benefits from an up‐and‐over door and power supply and is approx. 5.97m x 4.11m and perfect to convert into a living
space incorporated into the house (STPC). 

The bungalow sits centrally within its plot and is surrounded by lovely level grounds, predominantly laid to lawn, with an ornamental pond,
pretty vined pergolas to the front and the rear and a patio seating area paved with Indian sandstone slabs, perfect for outdoor entertaining.
The grounds also feature a vegetable growing area with greenhouse, a well‐proportioned log cabin (approximately 20ft x 14ft) fully insulated
and equipped with electricity and carpeting, offering versatile use as a home office, playroom, or hobby space or craft room, further
benefitting from its own patio area to the front. Additionally there is a potting shed and hard standing for a caravan. 

The rural village of Felinwynt is situated 2.5 miles North West of Cardigan town, 2.7 east of the sea side village of Aberporth and only 3
miles away from the National Trust owned, sheltered sandy beach of Mwnt and close to an 18 hole championship golf course at Gwbert on
Sea. Cardigan town is a bustling market town dating back to 1093, situated on the edge of the estuary of the River Teifi. The town boasts a
Castle, primary and secondary schools, a further education college, major super markets and superstores, several public houses, leisure
center, restaurants, coffee shops and many local shops.
