A rare and exciting opportunity to acquire a charming, bungalow with a superb plot measuring just under 0.75 of an acre and approx. 500' x 65', offered with outline planning permission for the construction of
two additional bungalows to the rear.
The existing property offers well-proportioned, single-storey accommodation full of character and potential. While it would now benefit from modernisation, it provides a fantastic canvas for those looking to
refurbish and create a delightful home, with scope to extend or reconfigure (subject to any necessary consents). The accommodation currently comprises a welcoming entrance hall, spacious sitting room,
kitchen, family bathroom and well-sized bedrooms, all enjoying pleasant outlooks over the surrounding gardens.
The true appeal of this property lies in the substantial rear plot, where outline planning permission has been granted for the erection of two new bungalows. This presents an exceptional opportunity for
developers, investors, or multi-generational buyers seeking to create additional homes in a sought-after setting.
Externally, the bungalow is set back from the road with ample frontage and driveway parking, while the generous rear garden provides both privacy and development potential.
