The property is fronted by a driveway, creating off road parking for a car -
a rare find in this location and price point. On entering the house, you
step into a delightful sitting room with attractive bay-fronted window
and fitted alcove storage. The fireplace although non-functioning,
provides an attractive focal point to the room and is complemented by
the stripped pine doors which feature throughout the house. The dining
room is a generous size and perfect for entertaining, also featuring an
elegant Victorian-style cast iron fireplace for decorative purposes only.

The dining room leads through to a kitchen with a range of wall and base
units, fitted oven, gas hob and space for freestanding appliances. The
rear lobby includes a door to the garden, and also gives access into the
bathroom suite. The bathroom features a bath, toilet, separate shower
enclosure with glass doors, a heated towel rail and vanity sink unit.

Moving to the first floor landing, a loft-hatch and telescopic ladder gives
access to the boarded and insulated loft space, which may offer the
potential to convert into habitable space (subject to planning
permission etc). The principal bedroom has a rear aspect and has a
doorway through to an additional room. This is currently used as a
study, but could equally serve as a dressing room, Nursery or en-suite
bathroom. The second bedroom enjoys a front aspect and is a large
double room.

One of the main features of this house is the south-facing back garden,
mostly laid to lawn with mature borders, extending to over 100ft and
enjoying a good degree of seclusion, with potential to build an insulated
garden office. There is a lovely seating area, ideal for those summer
evenings for outdoor dining and entertaining. A large garden storage
shed is located at the rear of the garden, adding to the garden's
useability.
