Entrance Hall
Upvc front entrance door opens into spacious
central hall with central heating radiator, ceiling
light and loft access.

Dining Room 9'10" x 10'9" (3 x 3.3)
Airy dining room with two dark wood windows
to side and front aspect with pendant light,
central heating radiator and handy storage
cupboard.

Bedroom 1 17'2" x 10'9" (5.25 x 3.30)
Large master bedroom with a dark wood
window to the front aspect offering ample
storage space. Central heating radiator and
ceiling light.

Bedroom 2 13'11" x 9'2" (4.25 x 2.80)
Generously sized double bedroom with dark
wood window, central heating radiator and
ceiling light.

Spacious living room with feature open fire
place with two central heating radiators, ceiling
light, dark wood window and aluminium frame
patio door leading to the outside patio area and
garden.
