Upstairs, there are four well-proportioned bedrooms, including a main bedroom with fitted wardrobes and an en-suite. Bedroom three also benefits from fitted cupboards and wardrobes and there is a contemporary family shower room serving the remaining bedrooms.

Outside, the rear garden has been landscaped for low maintenance and outdoor dining. To the front, a block-paved driveway provides off-road parking for two vehicles. The property is conveniently located within easy reach of the village centre, offering access to local shops, amenities, and well-regarded schools.
