The home features a bright and airy open plan living area
complimented by large expansive windows and patio doors
that fill the space with natural light throughout the day. The
patio doors open out onto a private garden that extends the
living space outside. 

There are two well-proportioned double bedrooms, each
offering excellent comfort and storage options, alongside a
smartly presented bathroom.

Completed in 2006, the development was selected from 150
entries worldwide as the winner of the Architecture
Foundation’s Innovations in Housing Competition. It was
runner-up in the Royal Academy Summer Exhibition, AIA
Award, and RIBA Award. It was shortlisted for the 2006
Stirling Prize and included in the exhibition of 50 of the most
significant UK buildings of the last half-century. 

Eden Way is located a brisk walk from Victoria Park and
Regent’s Canal, and a short walk from Hackney Wick. It’s
convenient for the Mildmay line, the District line, the DLR,
and the No. 8 bus.
