Whyburn
Whyburn Court was built by McCarthy & Stone and has been
designed and constructed for modern retirement living. The
development consists of 37 one and two-bedroom retirement
apartments for the over 60s. The apartments boast Sky/Sky+
connection points in living room, walk-in wardrobes in bedroom
and security door entry systems. The dedicated House Manager
is on site during working hours to take care of things and make
you feel at home. There's no need to worry about the burden of
maintenance costs as the service charge covers the cost of all
external maintenance, gardening and landscaping, external
window cleaning, buildings insurance, water rates and security
systems.

Local Area
Positioned to the south of the town near Leen Valley Country
Park, Whyburn Court is well placed for Hucknall’s range of green
spaces, including the local golf club. Within a mile of the town
centre, the development offers a convenient location close to a
wide variety of shops, supermarkets, banks, opticians,
pharmacies, bakeries, cafes, the public library and much more.
Excellent local transport links including the ever-expanding tram
network and bus routes close by provide quick and easy access
to Nottingham city centre and its retail, cultural and lifestyle
offerings as well as the wider Nottinghamshire region.

Entrance Hall
Front door with spy hole leads to the large entrance hall - the
24-hour Tunstall emergency response pull cord system is
situated in the hall. From the hallway there is a door to a storage
cupboard/airing cupboard housing a washer/dryer. Illuminated
light switches, smoke detector, apartment security door entry

system with intercom and emergency pull cord located in the
hall. Doors lead to the lounge, bedroom and shower room.

Lounge
Bright and spacious lounge with full height windows allowing
plenty of natural light. There's ample room for a dining table and
an electric fire with surround provides a great focal point. TV, BT
telephone point and Sky/Sky plus points, power points. Doors
with glazed panels leading to the kitchen.

Kitchen
Fully fitted kitchen with a range of modern low and eye level
units and drawers with a roll top work surface. Stainless steel
sink with mono lever tap, drainer and skylight above. Waist
height oven, ceramic hob, cooker hood and extractor fan.
Integral fridge-freezer and dishwasher. Under pelmet lighting.

Bedroom
A comfortable double bedroom, power points, ceiling light, TV/
Telephone point. Door leading to a walk-in wardrobe with
hanging rails and shelving.

Shower Room
Fully fitted with suite comprising of a shower cubicle. Low level
WC, vanity unit with wash basin and mirror above.
