This charming property combines historic elegance with modern convenience, all within
walking distance of Clifton Village, the city centre, and the picturesque surrounding countryside.

The top floor is dedicated entirely to the master bedroom, a generous and charming space with vaulted ceilings
and exposed beams. Dual-aspect sash windows invite plenty of light, while an original cast-iron fireplace adds
further character and warmth.
Outside, the property enjoys a private, walled courtyard garden, offering a low-maintenance yet serene
outdoor space. With raised beds and direct access from the kitchen, it's a perfect spot to unwind or entertain.
Dowry Square exudes a warm sense of community, creating a welcoming and comforting atmosphere that
residents truly cherish. At the heart of this close-knit neighbourhood lies a beautifully maintained communal
garden, lovingly tended by a dedicated committee. It's a charming space where neighbours come together to
relax, unwind, and enjoy each other’s company.
