The Property

A beautifully presented raised ground floor apartment that offers an impressive accommodation
bursting with period features on one of the most desirable roads in Clifton.

67, Pembroke Road is an imposing Victorian building built in the 1900s and, subsequently,
converted to seven apartments. Both the building and the apartment itself have been well-
maintained over the years, with recent improvements having been carried out by the current
owner.

There are original features throughout, with grand proportions, high ceilings, ornate cornices,
ceiling roses, sash windows, as well as the original shutters.

Upon entering the apartment, the spacious hallway leads on to a good size modern bathroom
decorated with beautiful tiles, white bath, basin over vanity, low level W.C and mains fed
shower over the bath..

The impressive reception room boasts a large bay window providing the main focal point,
allowing for plenty of natural light to fill the generously proportioned space.

The separate kitchen is fully fitted with a quaker style kitchen with integrated microwave, oven,
electric hob and fridge and quartz composite stone worktops. It also offers plenty of storage
with floor and wall units.

Both bedrooms are good size double and are light and airy with grand sash windows.

Location

Clifton and the surrounding areas, with its Victorian and Georgian architecture, are amongst the
most sought after locations in the City. The area offers charm alongside excellent amenities with
independent shops, boutiques, cafes, bars and restaurants to be found on both Whiteladies
Road and Clifton Village including Clifton Down shopping Centre. The Downs offers four
hundred acres of green public space whilst Brunel’s Clifton Suspension Bridge provides a
gateway to the Ashton Court Estate with its woodlands, mountain bike trails and walks whilst
there is excellent access to the exciting Harbourside district, the City Centre and Temple Meads.
