A small landing with doors into:

A third double bedroom with space for freestanding
furniture, window over the front aspect, radiator and
power points.

A single bedroom currently being used as an office with
a range of fitted wardrobes, cupboard housing the
boiler, radiator, power points and a window over the
rear aspect.

An established rear garden being mainly paved with
flowerbed boarders with a range of shrubs, trees and
bushes and being timber fenced enclosed.
