Ringshall enjoys an idyllic setting on the edge of the
charming village of Little Gaddesden, nestled within the
heart of the Chilterns Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty.
Surrounded by the magnificent National Trust Ashridge
Estate and its enchanting beechwood forests, the location
offers a rare blend of natural tranquillity and everyday
convenience.

Little Gaddesden itself is a quintessential English village, rich
in character and community spirit.
