The L shaped living room features oak flooring, a feature fireplace
with tiled hearth and cast iron basket grate, built in storage cupboards
and patio doors opening to the rear garden.

There are three generous double bedrooms. The main bedroom sits
to the front and benefits from a bay window and built in wardrobes,
while the remaining bedrooms are well proportioned and served by
radiators.

The house bathroom is fitted with a modern suite including bath and
separate walk in shower, complemented by tiled flooring and recessed
lighting. A separate cloakroom provides additional convenience and
access to the integral store.

Externally, the property is set back from Main Street with a substantial
gravelled driveway providing turning space and off street parking.
