room which is fitted with underfloor heating.

To the first floor there are two double bedrooms (bedroom
one is currently being used as a lounge), both with exposed
timber floors. 

Externally to the front there is on street permit parking
and to the rear, the walled courtyard has a quarry tiled
floor, timber store and gate which gives access to the
front of the property.
