Offering a wide
array of amenities, the town boasts a popular gastro pub (The Crown),
several thriving coffee shops (Cucina di Amalfi and Henry's), a post
office, pharmacist, butcher, general store, and a doctors surgery.
Popular with tourists, the area has much to offer, with lovely walks,
three golf courses, one located on Minchinhampton Common and the
nearby towns of Tetbury, Cirencester and Nailsworth also a draw. 

The area offers an excellent choice of primary and secondary schools,
as well as several grammar schools in both Stroud and Gloucester.
The town is also well located for transport links with London circa 2
hours by road or just over 90 minutes from Stroud Station. The M5
motorway is also easily accessible for commuting to Bristol,
Cheltenham, Gloucester and Swindon.
