53 Bownham Park has been designed to take
maximum advantage of its spacious level
site on the edge of Bownham Park. A sought
after private development surrounded by
acres of National Trust common land. with
number 53 boasting one of the best positions
to enjoy the panoramic views. 

The property, which has a total floor area of
over 3500 sq.ft., has also been designed to
the most exacting standards. A superb home
from which to entertain, at its heart is a 46 ft.
reception room that as one comprises the
spectacular kitchen at one end, space for
dining in the centre and a living room at the
opposite end flanking a broad terrace and
the swimming pool beyond. 

The remaining ground floor accommodation
comprises a large sitting room, study, utility
room, cloakroom and two en-suite bedrooms
(a potential annexe). 

The master bedroom suite on the first floor
has a spectacular viewing balcony, the two
further double bedrooms share a bathroom. 

The level  gardens are of  a  good s ize .
Landscaped to take full advantage of the
spectacular views with a number of vantage
points over the pool and across the valley.

There are
several pubs within walking distance, with
The Bear Inn only five minutes away and
S t r o u d  B r e w e r y  a c c e s s i b l e  v i a  a
picturesque walk across footpaths and
along the canal. Winstones ice cream
factory and shop is also within a short
walk.

N e a r b y  S t r o u d  h a s  s e v e r a l  m a j o r
supermarkets, as well as a cinema and
award winning Farmers Market. 

One of the key draws to the area is the
excellent choice of schools in both the
s t a t e  a n d  p r i v a t e  s e c t o r .  S t r o u d ,
Gloucester and Cheltenham all have
sought after grammar schools and in the
private sector, Beaudesert Park school is
only  a  short  walk  away across  the
common. 

London is circa 2 hours by road or 90
minutes from Stroud mainline station and
the M5 is also easily accessible (circa 15
minutes drive from Bownham Park).

DIRECTIONS

53 Bownham Park is most easily found by leaving our Minchinhampton office via
West End into Windmill Road and out onto the common. Turn right and
immediately left heading towards Stroud. After approximately half a mile and just
before the Bear Inn, turn right over the cattle grid into Bownham Park. Turn left at
the T junction and follow the road down the hill passing The Clock House on your
left and no. 53 will be found a short distance after on the left hand side.
