The Property

36 Tawneys Ride forms part of an 
established residential area which is 
located some 0.3 miles from the village 
centre. Built in 1970s, the house was 
significantly extended to the rear, which 
has formed a spacious and 
well-proportioned home covering some 
1,270 sq.ft. The kitchen / dining room 
caters for open plan living, with a well 
fitted kitchen to one side which 
comprises numerous base and eye 
level units with integral appliances and a 
range master gas cooker. The full width 
sitting room provides some 300sq.ft of 
reception space which is twin aspect 
and thus provides much natural light. 

The first floor provides three double 
bedrooms (with one ensuite shower 
room) and a further single bedroom 
which is served by a family bathroom.

Outside, the house occupies an elevated 
corner plot with the front garden laid to 
lawn with shrubs. Accessed via two set 
of French doors (via the dining area and 
sitting room) the enclosed rear garden 
comprises an extended patio, a central 
lawn and decking with a timber 
summer house to one corner which has 
power connected.  Located about 150 
metres from the house is a single 
garage located in a block, with an 
adjacent parking space - although on 
street parking is readily available outside 
the house.
 
Location
Tawneys Ride is situated on the eastern 
outskirts of the village of Bures. Bures is 
a well-regarded village which lies on the 
Essex/Suffolk border being separated by 
the River Stour. There is an excellent
local community and for the 
commuter a branch line rail linking 
through to Marks Tey connecting to 
London’s Liverpool Street. Bures itself 
has a good level of amenities including 
two public houses, primary school, 
delicatessen and community run village 
shop.
