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ACCOMMODATION

Ground Floor

A welcoming entrance hall sets the tone for this elegant home, leading into an
impressive dual-aspect living room via glazed French doors that allow natural light to
flow throughout the space. Rich dark wood flooring extends across the ground floor,
enhancing the home's warmth and sophistication.
