Presented in good condition throughout, this detached family home is
situated in the popular village of Cottesmore, only 4.3 miles from Oakhams
historic market town centre and train station. Having been extended over the
years to create flexible living accommodation, the property offers a
generously sized living/dining room, study, kitchen, WC, four bedrooms,
three-piece bathroom, separate shower room, integral garage and south-
facing garden. 
With the market still extremally buoyant and offering the most fantastic
rolling countryside views to the front aspect, this is a must view at the earliest
convenience.

Sitting over two floors the property is entered via the front porch an ideal
space to store shoes and coats. You're immediately welcomed into the
entrance hall where stairs flow to the first-floor landing and doors provide
access into the living accommodation. The spacious light and airy living/
dining room sit front to back which offers a window overlooking the front
garden and double doors open to the rear garden. The useful study sits to the
rear of the property again with a window overlooking the rear garden. The
kitchen offers plenty of floor to wall base units and you will find integrated
appliances, such as a fridge/freezer, electric oven, hob, washing machine
and space for a freestanding dishwasher. Downstairs is finished with the
useful WC. From the first floor's landing, you will find four bedrooms, three
being good sized doubles and a smaller single. Bedroom two sitting to the
front has built-in storage and fantastic field views. You will also find a three-
piece bathroom and separate shower room to f inish the upstairs
accommodation. 

Externally the property is well kept with a driveway providing off road
parking for several vehicles and a single garage with an electric roller door.
Side access leads you to the rear SOUTH facing garden which is easy to
maintain, mainly laid to lawn and enclosed by timber fencin
