Location
Dean i s a n idyl l ic and peaceful hamlet
set w i t h i n t h e C o t s w o l d s A r e a o f
Outstanding Natural Beauty, surrounded
by o p e n countryside a n d offering a
number o f scenic walks through f ields
and woodland. Approximately one mile to
the west l ies the village o f Chadlington,
which p r o v i d e s a r a n g e o f l o c a l
amenities including C a f é d e l a P o s t ,
Chadlington Q u a l i t y F o o d s , S l a t t e r s
Butchers, and the well‐regarded Tite Inn.
Schooling in the area i s well served, with
primary schools in both Chadlington and
Charlbury. Secondary education i s a l s o
easily accessible, with school transport
available from Dean to Chipping Norton
School. In addition, The Cotswold School
can b e reached v i a pick‐up points i n
Spelsbury and Chadlington, while Burford
School i s accessible from Charlbury. The
nearby m a r k e t t o w n o f C h a r l b u r y
(approximately 2.7 miles away) offers a
wider selection o f everyday amenities
and benefits f rom a mainline ra i lway
station with regular direct services t o
London Paddington, with journey times of
approximately 1 h o u r 1 5 m i n u t e s .
Chipping Norton i s a l s o w i t h i n e a s y
reach, providing a broader r a n g e o f
supermarkets, dining options, leisure

facilities, and a well‐regarded theatre.
The area is ideally positioned for access
to some of the Cotswolds most sought‐
after destinations, including Diddly Squat
F a r m  S h o p ,  S o h o  F a r m h o u s e ,  a n d
Daylesford Organic.

The Property
1 Dean Bank is a beautifully presented
four‐bedroom end‐terraced cottage,
situated in the picturesque hamlet of
Dean. Faced in natural Cotswold stone,
the property has been thoughtfully and
sympathetically extended to retain its
or ig ina l  character  and charm whi le
providing well‐balanced, modern living
accommodation. The property further
b e n e f i t s  f r o m  a  w i l d  g a r d e n  o f
approximately 0.1 acres.

Ground Floor
The front door opens into a useful porch,
which i n turn leads into the impressive
kitchen/dining room. T h i s br ight a n d
sociable space features a n impressive
vaulted ceiling, oak flooring, a window
seat, and a triple aspect, enjoying lovely
views o v e r t h e garden. T h e bespoke,
hand‐painted kitchen offers a range o f
base a n d w a l l u n i t s c r a f t e d f r o m
tulipwood, complemented by granite



worktops.  A centra l  i s land provides
addit ional  workspace,  whi le further
features  inc lude  space  for  a  f r idge
freezer,  a double Belfast s ink,  and a
Rangemaster cooker. The kitchen/dining
room flows seamlessly into the sitting
room, where doors open out onto a paved
terrace, with a timber pergola. There is
a l s o  a  s e p a r a t e  u t i l i t y  r o o m  w i t h
plumbing for a washing machine, along
with cloakroom facilities. To the front of
the property is a music room/snug. This
room enjoys a dual aspect, a window
seat, and is centred around a fireplace
enclosing a wood‐burning stove.

First Floor
The principal bedroom is located on the
first floor and features a wardrobe and
contemporary en suite shower room with
rainfall shower. There are two further
bedrooms on this f loor,  and a family
bathroom with roll top bath,

Second Floor
Stairs from the landing rise to the Second
floor, which features a bedroom with
Velux windows, and a wardrobe.

Outside
The property is approached via a lane
leading to a private driveway, providing
parking for two vehicles. The enclosed
west‐facing rear garden is predominantly
laid to lawn with mature borders. It also
features a paved seating area set beneath
a timber pergola, a garden shed, and a
studio with power and light, ideal for a
variety of uses including a home office or
hobby space. In addition, the property
benefits from a ‘wild garden’ located
directly opposite,  which the current
owners have enjoyed for a variety of uses
over the years.

Services
Mains water, electricity,  and gas are
connected to the property. Drainage is via
a septic tank. Full  f ibre broadband is
connected via Gigaclear.
