The building has been converted into just four apartments
with apartment 3 being located on the first floor. During the
present owners tenure the property has been completely
remodelled and modernised creating a beautiful home of the
highest quality and elegance whilst carefully retaining the
history of the original dwelling. Entering the property via a
flight of stairs there is a welcoming square hall with a striking
tiled floor off which is a sizeable dining kitchen with a range
of newly installed kitchen units with the addition of a
selection of integrated NEFF and Miele appliances. There is
a stunning drawing room with an attractive fireplace creating
a focal point in the room and two extremely generous
bedrooms, one with extensive fitted wardrobes and the
other also benefits from a fireplace. The four piece bathroom
is gorgeous and comprises of a freestanding roll top bath,
separate shower enclosure and a utility cupboard housing a
Miele washing machine and separate Miele tumble dryer.

Wellington Square is located to the north of the town
centre on the periphery of Pittville Park deemed the
town’s largest open green space with its majestic Grade I*
listed Pump Rooms, boating lakes, play areas and café’s.
Pittville is recognised for having some of Cheltenham’s
most impressive Regency architecture, the development
of which was undertaken by Joseph Pitt in 1825-1842,
with the general layout being designed by architect John
Forbes. The location benefits from a good choice of day to
day amenities and schools whilst the High Street is only a
ten minute walk. Noteworthy Prestbury Park racecourse
the home of Gold Cup is only a five minute stroll away.
