The kitchen sits separately, finished with white cabinetry, wood-
style worktops and metro tiling, creating a clean and simple space
for cooking. There are two bedrooms, both calm and neatly
presented, with the main bedroom offering particularly good
proportions. The bathroom is bright and fresh, with white tiling, a
bath with shower overhead, WC and basin.

There’s also a large private storage cupboard, always a welcome
bonus, especially in an apartment. Being on the ground floor adds
to the easy, practical feel, while the turning point at the end of
the cul-de-sac keeps the setting peaceful and green, with trees

lining the approach and adding to the sense of calm.

• Walthamstow Village is close by, with Orford Road favourites
including Eat 17, The Castle and The Village Kitchen all within easy
reach.
• Walthamstow Central is nearby for the Victoria line and
Overground, making journeys into central London straightforward.
• For green space, Lloyd Park and Walthamstow Wetlands are both
within three miles, offering weekend walks, open air and a proper
sense of escape.
