IF YOU LIVED HERE…

There’s a lovely sense of space from the moment you step inside.
The ground floor begins with two separate receptions, giving you
welcome flexibility for family life, quieter evenings, working from
home or a dedicated playroom. Towards the rear, the house opens
out into a fully extended kitchen diner, finished in a clean,
contemporary style with generous floor space, broad skylights
overhead and bifold doors drawing the garden into view. A
downstairs WC sits just off this level, practical and well placed.

Upstairs, the first floor holds three bedrooms and a family
bathroom arranged around the landing. The principal bedroom
spans the full width at the front, while the other two rooms are
sensibly proportioned and easy to adapt around changing needs.
The loft has been converted to create two further bedrooms and a
second family bathroom, with useful eaves storage tucked into
the larger room. Throughout, the finish is calm and neutral, with
soft carpeting, pale walls and a bright, unfussy feel that makes it
easy to imagine settling in.

Outside, the private patio garden is a simple, low maintenance
extension of the living space, opening directly from the kitchen
diner through those bifold doors. It feels made for long lunches,
summer evenings and the easy rhythm of family life.

WHAT ELSE?

Walthamstow Wetlands is close by, giving you miles of open
space, walking routes and waterside scenery, with one official
route starting from Blackhorse Road station. 
Blackhorse Road station keeps things straightforward for
commuting, with Victoria line and London Overground
connections. 
St James has grown into a lively local pocket, with public realm
improvements underway and CRATE firmly part of the
neighbourhood mix.
