You would step into a bright reception room, where timber
floorboards run underfoot and the bay window draws in
natural light. The fireplace creates a focal point, and there’s
an easy flow between lounge and dining areas that suits both
everyday living and relaxed evenings with friends.

A short walk to St James Station for direct Overground
services into Liverpool Street.

Wetlands also reachable on foot for longer walks and open
green space.

Close to Long & Short Coffee for small batch roasts, and The
Coppermill for relaxed catch ups and evening drinks, both
within a 10 to 15 minute stroll.
