This home welcomes you through a graceful entrance, where traditional detailing sets
the scene for what lies within. Tall sash windows invite natural light inside, while
thoughtful planting and classic railings add character to the approach.
Inside, the hallway carries parquet flooring through from the reception, drawing the
eye along its length and enhancing the sense of flow. High ceilings and clean lines add
to the feeling of space, connecting the living areas with the private rooms beyond. The
reception room is a highlight, bathed in natural light from two tall arched sash
windows with shutters. Wall panelling, fitted shelving and cabinetry provide
refinement and style, while the scale of the room lends itself perfectly to both
entertaining and unwinding at leisure.
The kitchen, positioned just off this space, makes clever use of its footprint, with
wooden work surfaces and open shelving giving a warm, practical finish.
Both bedrooms are thoughtfully arranged, each enjoying parquet flooring underfoot.
The larger benefits from a built-in wardrobe and a broad sash window, creating a
bright and restful setting. The second, smaller room is equally inviting, with another
sash window offering a pleasant outlook onto Hackney Road.
Completing the layout, the bathroom combines crisp white subway tiling with a
chequered black-and-white floor, bringing a timeless feel. A fitted bath with overhead
shower, along with mirrored cabinetry and shelving, ensures the space is as
functional as it is stylish.

The neighbourhood offers an exceptional mix of parks, independent dining, and
vibrant markets. Just a short stroll away, Haggerston Park provides open spaces and
sports facilities, while Victoria Park and London Fields both with weekend markets
brimming with energy. Broadway Market and Columbia Road Flower Market bring an
eclectic blend of food, flowers, and local character, adding colour to any weekend
wander. Dining options are plentiful, from the much-loved E. Pellicci to the refined
Bistrotheque, with Thaispice and Diwine offering flavours closer to home. Pubs are
equally well catered for, with the Royal Oak providing a classic setting for a relaxed
evening.

WHAT ELSE?

For travel connections, Cambridge Heath Station is just over five minutes away,
offering swift links into the City. Hoxton Station can be reached in around ten
minutes, providing easy access to the Overground network, while Bethnal Green
Station is fifteen minutes on foot, connecting directly to the Central line. Together,
these options make the area exceptionally well placed for both daily commuting and
exploring the wider capital.
