Stepping through the front door, you'll find a bright entrance hall
leading to a generous reception room stretching across the rear
of the home. Large windows and a glazed door draw in plenty of
natural light while providing a lovely outlook over the garden.
There's ample room for both seating and dining areas, creating a
flexible space suited to everyday living and entertaining alike.

To the front sits the spacious kitchen, finished with cream
cabinetry, dark tiled splashbacks and plentiful worktop space. Its
practical layout makes excellent use of the available room, while
the wide window keeps the space feeling bright and welcoming.

Upstairs, two well-proportioned double bedrooms sit either side
of the landing. The principal bedroom benefits from fitted
mirrored wardrobes, while the second bedroom is another
comfortable double with plenty of natural light. The family
bathroom features blue wall tiling and a bath with shower above,
while a separate WC adds extra convenience. Outside, the rear

garden extends to approximately 32 feet, combining a patio area
with low-maintenance lawn, creating an inviting outdoor space for
relaxing or dining in warmer months.

- Highams Park Station is a short walk away, with regular Weaver
line services taking you directly to Liverpool Street in around
twenty three minutes. Walthamstow Central is just two stops away
for quick Victoria line connections.

- Larks Wood is moments from your door, offering peaceful
woodland walks, while Highams Park Lake and the wider expanse
of Epping Forest are both close by for longer weekend strolls.

- Highams Park's thriving centre has a real neighbourhood feel,
with favourites including Vino Tap, The Stag & Lantern Micropub,
Biba & Wren and Yaz all within easy reach.
