Set over four floors and over looking Oxnam
Crescent allotments, the property briefly comprises;
entrance porch through to hallway, leading to lounge
at the front with log burner, original wood flooring
and bay window; ground floor WC; 22ft
kitchen/diner with bespoke fitted kitchen &
appliances, spot lighting and doors leading to both
rear yard and cellar; lower ground floor currently set
up as gymnasium area/ cellar and a separate utility;
first floor landing leads to master full width double
bedroom, with bay window, feature fireplace and a
pleasant leafy outlook; bedroom two measuring 12ft;
family bathroom WC; stairs leading to second floor
landing, hosting two further double bedrooms, both
with dormer windows; 2nd floor shower room WC
with walk in shower. Externally there is a private yard
to the rear as well as a detached garage, ideal for
parking one car and perfect for additional storage
space. To the front, a garden with lawned area and
iron pedestrian gate. On street permit parking is also
available on street.
