Proceed through Saunton and
on until you get close to the centre of Croyde and just after you pass
The Thatch Inn to your left turn right into Cloutmans Lane. Drive to the
far end, where the road turned into a hard/concreted track,
Milkaway Lane. After a hundred yards or so there is a small junction
in the road where bear left, the gate into the field is immediately
ahead of you. It is difficult to park in this location and it may be
sensible to park further back towards the village or in a car park and
walk up to the land.
